 Allowing children to adjust to their new environment, teacher and peers in 

a smaller group and for a shorter school session. 
 
 Allowing time for each family to meet with the teacher to share important 

information about their child and to build positive relationships between 
home and school. 

 
 Allowing the teacher to focus on smaller groups during the Kindergarten 

Gradual Entry period, introducing children to classroom routines and 
procedures, and easing the transition for children so they will feel 
comfortable and valued as new members of the school community.
