Principal’s Report

Three Goal Areas
· Developing a Culture of Reading to Support and Improve Literacy Levels.
Each month, students continue to participate in the Home Reading Program and are recognized at our monthly reading assemblies. Last month, 89 students were celebrated—though this is fewer than the numbers we saw prior to Spring Break. We encourage families to continue making reading a priority and to foster a reading culture at home.
Last week, teachers involved in the Responding to Readers district initiative met with Stacey Joyce, our district helping teacher. They discussed the strengths and challenges of reading initiatives at our school and many of our teachers will continue collaborating with district helping teachers into the next school year.
· Improving Student Attendance and Reducing Tardiness
While attendance has improved, with fewer long-term vacations, we still see families taking children on day trips or pulling them out early during school hours. Even though the year is winding down, teachers are actively teaching and assessing student learning. Absences and early departures disrupt learning and impact classroom routines. Whenever possible, we ask families to schedule appointments or activities outside of the school day.
