The full diploma program is a very rigorous
program and students should be very strong
academically and in terms of time
management, stress management and
organization skills.

To prep for the Science Pathways, Grade 10
students should take Precalculus 11 before
entering the Program.

If you are taking the Chem/Bio Pathway
and you want to go into sciences, you will
also have to take Physics 11 for admission.
