Stay home if you are not feeling well or are
experiencing symptoms including fever and/or
chills, recent onset of coughing, or diarrhea.

The general guidelines are;

+  For fever: stay home until you do not have a fever and feel well enough
to return to your regular activities.

»  For undiagnosed vomiting and diarrhea: Stay home until there has been
24 hours since your last episode.

Staff, students or visitors can attend school if their symptoms are consistent
with a previously diagnosed health condition (e.g., seasonal allergies) or
symptoms have improved enough to where you feel well enough to retumn to
regular activities, and any fever has resolved without the use of fever-reducing
medication (e.g. acetaminophen, ibuprofen).

If a staff member, student or visitor develops symptoms of illness while at
school and is unable to participate in regular activities, they should go home
until their symptoms have improved.

Halloween is fast-approaching, and as kids gear up for school events
and a night of tricks and treats, it's important to remember to be safe
and respectful while celebrating the spookiest time of the season.
Students and staff alike may be excited to dress up, and it's important
that costumes do not include elements of cultural appropriation or
other potentially offensive themes.
Cultural appropriation is the unacknowledged or inappropriate
adoption of customs, practices, ideas or elements of a culture or
identity by members of another.
Some Halloween costumes may be unsuitable if they contain
elements of:

e Race or ethnicity (i.e. blackface, brownface)

e Culture (i.e. Indigenous regalia/headdresses, hijabs, dreadlocks)

e Religion or faith (i.e. religious figures, gods, saints, gurus)

e Gender (i.e. gender switching for the purpose of humour or

mockery)

e Ableism (i.e. mocking physical or mental abilities)
Some costumes may also be traumatic if they contain violent
imagery, such as weaponry or a hangman's noose.
Students and staff are reminded that weapons (including fake ones)
are not allowed at school, even as part of a costume. And everyone is
urged to be mindful of cultural or racial stereotypes with their
costumes, and consider if their outfit may be offensive to others.

Respiratory ilinesses tend to increase as we spend more time indoors. Common
colds, the flu and COVID-19 spread through tiny droplets as people who are sick
breathe, talk, cough or sneeze. When other people breathe in or touch these droplets
and then their eyes, mouth or nose before washing their hands they may become
sick.

There are a handful of steps both children and adults can take to protect themselves
and limit the spread of respiratory ilinesses:

e Wash your hands often with soap and water. Use alcohol-based sanitizer if soap
and water is not available.

¢ Avoid touching your face, especially your eyes, mouth and nose.

e Cough and sneeze into your elbow.

e If you have symptoms, stay home and stay away from people at higher risk of
serious illness. If you are sick and cannot stay away from others, wear a mask.

Flu and COVID-19 vaccinations

The best way to protect others and reduce the risk of getting sick with the flu and
COVID-19 is to get immunized. The flu and COVID-19 vaccines are safe, effective and
available for free to anyone aged six months and older.

It is much safer to get the vaccines than to get the ilinesses. Register your children
with the Get Vaccinated system so that you can be invited to book their vaccinations
when they are due.

School-aged immunizations

As children get older, the protection from some infant immunizations can wear off.
Children can be at risk of new diseases as they enter kindergarten and, in their pre-
teen and teen years. Getting your child vaccinated on schedule is the best way to
protect them from many dangerous diseases.

All routine school-aged immunizations are free in British Columbia. If your child has
not yet had all their vaccines, please make an appointment with a public health unit,
family doctor, nurse practitioner or pharmacy. If your child’s record shows their
vaccines are not up to date but they did get vaccines from a health care provider
outside of public health:

e Contact the health care provider who immunized your child and ask for a copy of
the immunization record.

e Report these immunizations to Public Health online at Your paragraph text
