SCHOOL FEE COLLECTION

This year, we will be collecting our student fees using the school district’s secure online fee payment system.
We encourage families to log on to our system early.

We would appreciate your attention to
this responsibility as soon as possible.

STUDENT DEBTS

Students will be assessed a cost for lost or damaged school property (books, lockers, sport jerseys, etc.) Charges
are based on the replacement cost of the item. Students must return the same textbook to receive credit, so
avoid lending textbooks and label your text with your full name and student number.

SCHOOL BUSES

Please note, there will be no school buses on the first day of school. Bussing will start on September 5. Any
students eligible to ride the school bus must fill out an application form annually. Applications will be available
at the office or online. Students should take the form home for parent/guardian signature and then drop off
completed forms at the main office. Student Bus Passes will be distributed mid-October.

ABSENCES AND LATES

Students are expected to be at school and in class on time. It is the student’s responsibility to be punctual for all
classes.

- ABSENT or LATE - Parents are asked to phone the school in the morning.

- SIGN-IN - Students are required to sign-in at the office, if they have a note from parents or if parents have
phoned in.

- SIGN-OUT - Students are required to report to the office with a note or have a parent phone in if they leave the
building for appointments, etc. Students are not to leave the school premises during their assigned class time
without first notifying the office. To do so is truancy.

VACATIONS DURING SCHOOL TIME

IMPORTANT NOTICE RE: MEDICAL ALERTS

Parents are responsible to complete the Medical Alert Form. Parents should update all information each Septem-
ber. In emergency situations, a parent/guardian (or the emergency contact) shall be contacted and the student
taken to a hospital/medical clinic. See attachment at end of newsletter.

STUDENT PARKING

As there is limited student parking at EMS, student parking is only available to grade 12 students and is on a first
-come first-served basis in the designated student rows only. Students parking in Visitor or Staff Stalls (including
near or around the portables) or parked illegally (including in the laneway behind the gym), may result in the
student’s car being towed at the owners’ expense. Parking at school is a privilege. Unsafe driving practices will
result in this privilege being revoked.

LOCKERS — CONDITIONS OF USE

RULES REGARDING STUDENT LOCKERS: CONDITIONS OF USE

Lockers are assigned to students for use during the school year on the following

conditions:
1. Students are responsible for the locker which is assigned to them and it is not to be used by any
other person.

2. Omnly approved locks may be used on student lockers and the combination of the lock must ba
registered at the office.

3. The locker may only be used for the storage of books, school supplies and equipment, outerwear,
school sports equipment and hinches.

4  No other material is permitted except with the written authority of the principal or vice principal.
5. The locker is to be kept clean and food removed on a regular basis.

6.  Students are responsible for cleaning and removing all material from their locker at the end of the
wear or when they leave the schoal.

7. Moillegal substances, weapons or other prohibited or offensive material may be placed in school
lockers.

8.  School offidals and/or designates may search student lockers at any time and without prior notice
in order to ensure compliance with the conditions of use and other school polides and rules.
Searches by school offidals may incdude the use of dog units to detect the presence of narcotics or
other prohibited materials.

9. Permission to use the locker may be terminated when a student does not comply with the
conditions of use or school polides or rules.

10.  Itis the responsibility of all members of the schoal
commumity to keep our schools safe. If any student has
reason to believe that any locker contains anything which
wiould threaten the safety of other students, staff or any
other person, that student is expected to immediately
report the information to a teacher or administrator. The
name of the student making such a report will be kept
