Dear Parents/Guardians, 

It has come to our attention that students at our school have been participating in a TikTok challenge 

that targets school property (TikTok is a short-form, video sharing social app).

We recognize that the vast majority of our students are exceptional role models and continue to support 

our school community. These acts are not a reflection of our school, and I would like to thank you for 

your continued support in ensuring this school year is a positive and successful one for all.

Every year schools receive requests for financial assistance from parents facing medical, dental or other 
expenses after a student is injured at school. The school district does not provide accident insurance cov-
erage for student injuries that occur on school property, or during school activities including extracurric-
ular sports. If a student is injured, parents/guardians are responsible for any costs not covered by the 
Medical Services Plan (MSP) or their employer’s health care plan. 

 We encourage all parents to consider student accident insurance to protect against unexpected surpris-
es in the event of an accident or injury. For convenience Surrey Schools has made available information 
on two student accident programs, that provide families the opportunity to voluntarily purchase private 
accident insurance for as little at $13 for a year.  The two programs are through Insure My Kids and 
Study Insured Student Accident.  Both companies offer online purchase and have provided access to ap-
plications, claims forms and full plan information.   Please vis-
