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HARASSMENT:





Students will not make inappropriate physical advances to any person on school property or on the way to and from school.





Students will not continually annoy any person on school property or on the way to and from school.





DISCRIMINATION:





Students will not make inappropriate remarks or advances to any person on school property or on the way to and from school with regard to their ethnicity, culture, gender, religion or disability.  It is unacceptable to discriminate based on these or other differences.





8.  VIOLENCE:





It is the student’s responsibility to help assure that the school environment is violence free.  





9.  WEAPONS OR REPLICAS:





Weapons are defined as:





	i.    real – such as guns, knives, etc.


ii.   replicas – such as toy guns, knives, etc.


iii.  anything that can be used as a weapon – such as razor blades, a shard of glass, a chain, a sharp stick, etc.





It is the student’s responsibility not to bring to school, or be in possession of at school, items that can be used as weapons or are replicas of weapons.





 OTHER:





Firecrackers:





It is the student’s responsibility not to bring firecrackers to school.	


b)	Dress:





It is the student’s responsibility to dress in a manner that is


suitable and conducive to a workplace.  Clothing should not be revealing or contain offensive messages.


Language:





It is the student’s responsibility to use language that is appropriate at all times while on school property.  Swearing

















and the use of profanity are not allowed at Walnut Road Elementary School.





Damage/Theft:





It is the student’s responsibility to respect the property of others and of the school.





TELEPHONE AND ELECTRONIC DEVICES





Cell phones must be turned off during school time; they may be used before or after school.


Other electronic equipment may be used at recess or lunch, but not until students are outside on the school grounds.


The school will not be responsible for lost or damaged equipment.





REPORTING:





It is the student’s responsibility to report to persons in authority (parents, teachers, supervisory aids, teaching assistants, the principal, etc.) about activities that relate to illicit substances, graffiti, sexual harassment, violence, weapons or other serious matters.  It is the student’s responsibility not to practice retaliation against any person who has reported incidents.





13.  CONSEQUENCES:





Depending on the severity of the misbehavior one or more of the following actions will be taken at Walnut Road:


detention


time out in the classroom


time out at the office


consequence sheet home


contact with the parent/guardian


in-school suspension


under 5 day suspension


over 5 day suspension and referral to the District Student Conduct Committee





14.	NOTIFICATION:





The school has a duty to report serious breaches of the Code of Conduct.  This may include the R.C.M.P., Social Services or any


other appropriate agency. 
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
