Once submitted, the form and any supporting documents will be available to school staff and the Principal who will use their
judgement to determine if documentation requirements have been satisfied.
The following documents are required to complete the registration process and may be uploaded to the registration portal or
presented in-person at the catchment school or school-of-choice:

“ 1. Proof of birth date for the student (birth certificate or passport).

2. Proof of guardianship (as shown on child’s birth certificate, or other appropriate legal documentation such as landed
immigrant document or guardianship order).
3. Proof of Citizenship for both the parent and student (Canadian Birth Certificate, Citizenship Card, Passport, Landed
Immigrant Document, Permanent Resident Card, Enhanced Driver’s License or Enhanced Identification Card). “
4, Proof of residence (e.g., ordinarily resident) of parent/guardian in BC:
a. Three pieces of identification showing the address of residence (purchase or rental agreement, utility bill, driver's“
license, etc.)
b. One of the three pieces above must be government issued in order to complete the registration process (BC
driver's license, BC Services Card, BCID or BC Care Card of parent/legal guardian).
