Evaluating Student Progress

At the end of each semester, students may be assessed with a teacher or department created final assessment experience.
Evaluation should reflect a student’s overall ability according to the various holistic scales (rubrics).   Our English Department values the use of a variety of instructional and assessment strategies in order to meet the challenges of the curriculum; active participation from our students should be encouraged.  Moreover, students must be able to demonstrate various Language Arts skills in the impromptu nature of examinations (Crossgrade and Literacy Assessment Exam) including reading comprehension and the ability to respond in various forms of writing to text.

Suggested Practice and Course Materials for English 8-12

In order to maintain departmental consistency in the scope and sequence of reading, writing, and language development, the following is a guideline of suggested practices and resources. Speaking, listening, viewing, and representing are best developed at the teacher’s discretion. 

Due to the dynamic nature of the ministry’s curriculum, it is advised that all teachers review the expectations of the curriculum prior to each school year.
ENGLISH 8 
I.  Reading:  Reinforce reading skills such as preview and review, information location (including a library orientation activity), recognizing purpose, understanding contextual clues, and the application of the literary terms.

II. Writing:  Focus on effective sentence and paragraph writing to amplify the principles of construction:  topic sentence, development, and conclusion.

A.  Composition Style and Process:  Descriptive, narrative, expository, persuasive and impromptu forms
1.  Prewriting – functional/structural and creative approaches
2.  Drafting - determining the purpose and means of development
3.  Revising – examining content as well as mechanical flaws such as sentence variety
4.  Editing - learning to see errors in personal and peer writing
5.  Publishing – showing care in presentation

B. Language:  Provide opportunities to master and apply learning in language exercises and compositions

1. Sentence structure - styles, fragments, run-ons, etc.
2. Eight parts of speech and punctuation - nouns, commas, quotations, etc.

Academic Integrity Policy
Earl Marriott Secondary School

English Department


Academic integrity is fundamental to a positive school environment. English teachers devote considerable time to teaching appropriate research and citation methods because learning is not done in isolation, but instead, requires collaboration and the sharing of knowledge.


Earl Marriott Secondary, like other educational institutions, maintains consequences for dishonest academic behaviours like plagiarism and cheating.


Plagiarism happens when a student uses another’s ideas without giving them credit or if a student copies another person’s work and passes it off as their own.  Plagiarism includes self-plagiarism, which occurs when a student uses the same or a similar assignment for two classes.  


Cheating occurs when a student possesses unauthorized materials during the preparation of assignments or during tests.  Cheating includes copying or attempting to copy someone’s work, turning in an assignment that is substantially similar to another student’s work, or having unauthorized materials during an exam.  Cheating also includes cutting corners on a task where specific instructions have been given for assessment or learning purposes.


Other dishonest ethical offenses include falsifying documents, the unauthorized possession of another student’s work, deliberately disrupting an exam, or attempting to assist another student to cheat or plagiarize.  

What happens if I plagiarize or cheat?


Plagiarism and cheating are serious academic offences.  Teachers will respond to plagiarism in accordance to department and school policies, and may:

1. Assign a zero for the original assignment or test

2. Require an apology in writing or in person

3. Require the student to do an alternate assignment or test at a time that is convenient for the teacher

4. Contact parents and record a report with the school administration for the student’s MyEdBC file

5. May be suspended by administration
