Welcome back!  We are so happy to be welcoming students and families back to school next week.  A more detailed 

notice will come home with your child on the first day of school, but we wanted to send out some information about our 

first day procedures and Health & Safety protocols to get ready for Tuesday, September 7, 2021. 

For the first day, students attend for a short period of time.  It is important for us to have an accurate attendance to plan 

classes for this school year.  If you plan to attend our school, but will not attend on September 7, please call the school 

office to let us know.  Starting on Wednesday, September 8 Gr 1-7 will attend a full day, 8:30-2:30 and Kindergarten will 

follow the gradual entry schedule that was sent home. 

➢ On the first day Kindergarten students will attend from 10:00-10:30 am. There will be signs on the classroom 

doors near the front parking area indicating Group A and Group B so you know where to take your child.   

➢ On the first day Grade 1-7 students will attend from 10:00-11:00 am.   There will be grade signs posted on outside 

doors around the school indicating which door your child should line up at.  This is the door your child will be 

dropped off at and picked up from until permanent classes are formed.  There will be maps and signs posted 

around the school, as well as staff outside to direct you to the correct place.   

Please see the chart below for details of where to line up and the school map on the following page with corresponding 

room number.  *Please note, students in Rm 9 will line up at the back entrance near the music portable and students in the 

library will line up outside along the library window wall
