Enver Creek Secondary History 12 Course Outline

This course will help students understand the world today by examining the development of major global trends and issues of the 20th century. History 12 will also provide the students with the analytical skills needed to make informed, independent judgment on past and current events and to communicate their understanding about those events clearly and effectively. 

History 12 consists of units or curriculum organizers divided into time periods from 1919 to 1991 and there are numerous topics linked to each of these units.  There are 5 overall themes or perspectives in History 12 that are essential in understanding the main trends of the 20th century.  These key themes are: Geopolitical Events; Social Change; Economic Developments; Role of the Individual & Ideologies

There is a focus on expository and argumentative writing in History 12 so we will be practicing writing 1-page responses and essays frequently as possible.
