focus on Numeracy and Literacy.
e Teachers will continue to connecting with students and families

Thursday
e Teachers will distribute the first set of instructional materials/activities for instruction to
their students, and provide guidance on how parent/guardians can support their learning

e Teachers will continue on-line instruction for learners and plan for next week
e Asecond email will be sent outlining plans for WEEK # 2 from your child’s teacher
