Social Studies 11 Course Outline
The Social Studies 11 curriculum provides students with opportunities to critically reflect upon events and issues in order to examine the past and make connections to the present. The goal of Social Studies 11 is to help students to become thoughtful, responsible and active citizens who have the skills to find and evaluate information, listen to other points of view and make reasoned judgments. Social Studies 11 is an examination of how Canada’s national identity developed during the twentieth century and how that development has created the nation we are today. Social Studies 11 is a required course for graduation - all students taking Social Studies 11 must write the provincial exam worth 20% of their overall mark. · Assess environmental changes facing Canadians including global warming, ozone depletion and fresh water

	SOCIETY AND IDENTITY
	· Assess the development and impact of Canadian social policies and programs related to immigration, the welfare state and minority rights

· Explain economic cycles with reference to the Great Depression and the labour movement in Canada

· Describe the role of women in terms of social, political, and economic change in Canada

· Assess the impact of the conscription crises, Quebec nationalism, bilingualism, and regionalism on Canadian unity

· Aboriginals in Canada during the 20th Century with reference to residential schools, reserves, self government and treaty negotiations

· Canadian identity with reference to distinctive Canadian programs and policies and important Canadian cultural and scientific achievements
